Seminar in Humanities
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This course in the form of a small-scale lecture or an
intensive seminar is designed to provide incoming gradu-
ate students with the knowledge of their specialized field
in the broad context of humanities. It is offered by in-
dividual departments with a specific topic as its subtitle
and can be run in a more flexible format than regular

graduate seminars in 3 units.
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Studies in Jewish Tradition
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This course is a general study of history, literature, idea
and performance of Judaism from the biblical age to the
contemporary age. It intends to understand Jewish Bible,
Jewish philosophy, Jewish sects (Sadducees, Pharisees,
Essenes), Jewish mysticism (Kabbalah), Jewish pietism
(Hasidim) and Zionism by means of ancient texts and mod-
ern movies on Judaism. Especially, the similarities and dif-
ferences of Islam and Christianity will be compared in the
later part of this course.
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This course provides systematic and comprehensive
understanding of methodological problems in the science
of religion, through historical examination of religious
schools and theories as well as syntagmatic under-
standing of theoretical diversity. Topics to be discussed:
an overview on the history of religious theories; sig-
nificance of study on religions; and researches on reli-
gious theories of contemporary human/social sciences
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114.657 AZZTuHT 3-3-0

Studies in Ethnic Religions
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This course aims at understanding Korean national spi-
rit and its historic functions, through analyzing the char-
acteristics of ideas and orthopraxis of Korean ethnic
religions. This course invloves extensive collection of raw
materials on religious documentation, orthopraxis, organ-
izations and principles as well as their comprehensive
grasp and interpretation.

Critical
analysis of key themes and figures in the sociology of
religion, with attention to their role in the emergence
and current practice of religious studies is conducted in
this course.
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This course addresses the critical analysis of key
themes and figures in the philosophy of religion. Special
attention will be given to their role in the emergence
and current focus of religious studies. The study will in-

Studies in Buddhist Doctrines
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This course surveys major Buddhist doctrines. It will
examine Buddhist traditions from both South and East
Asia. Special attention will be given to the relationship
between doctrines and religious experiences.
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Studies in Eastern Religious Texts
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This course provides a survey of Asia’a religious texts.
It will also analyze their relevance as historical records
of religious Asian institutions.

Studies in Korean Religions
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This course provides an introduction to the classical
religious traditions in Korea. Particular attention is given
to three major areas of its religion and culture: ritual,
morality, and social order; philosophical perspectives and
traditions; and mythology and traditions of devotion.

Studies in Buddhism in Korea
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This course encourages historical and descriptive anal-
ysis of Buddhist traditions in Korea. The students will
analyze and discuss selected key figures and classical
texts.

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This course provides an introduction to Christianity in
Korea, with particular attention to these major areas: rit-
ual, morality, and social order; philosophical perspectives
and traditions and mythology and traditions of devotion.

Studies in the History of Christian
Thought
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This course surveys the history of Christian thought
and its evolution while focusing on how Christianity was
changed by other religions and historical factors.
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114.693 ZWAIAT 3-3-0

Studies in the History of Taoism
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This course examines Taoism in Korea, from its in-
troduction to its cultural assimilation. It will also look at
how it developed into one of the major religions in

Korea.
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114.695 Aetet MA2AS 3-3-0

Studies in Myth and Worldview
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This course provides an exploration of the nature,
structure, as well as meaning of ritual acts and
language. Intensive study is conducted in ritual oratory
with particular attention being paid to myth and symbol.
Approaches to mythology include the interrelations be-
tween different media (oral, aural, tactile, plastic). Also
investigated in depth will be the features of formalism,
redundancy, and condensation in rituals.
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114.696 QIEZwHAT 3-3-0
Studies in Indian Religions
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This course provides an introduction to the classical
religious traditions of India. Particular attention will be
paid to the three major areas of Indian religion and cul-
ture: ritual, morality, and social order; philosophical per-
spectives and traditions; and mythology and traditons of
devotion.
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Studies in Confucian Classics
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Selected Confucius texts from the classical Chou dy-
nasty and Han dynasty as well as the Neo-Confucianism
texts of the Sung and Ming dynasties will be studied.

114.701A  7|STAYST 3-3-0

Studies in Christian Canons
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This course provides a basic survey of the history of
early Christianity from the first to the thirteenth century
of the Common Era, with special emphasis on the patris-
tic period of the first six centuries. This period is crucial
to the development of Christian faith, as basic parame-
ters of many of the key doctrines of the Church were
worked out here parameters that have exerted a nor-
mative influence on Christian life and thought. Many of
the issues current in early Christianity remain alive to-
day, and while the present-day theologian may or may
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not consider her/himself bound by the ancient creeds,
Christian critical theological discourse assumes a familiar-
ity with their basic tenets. To begin to understand such
a vast and multifaceted history of persons, ideas, and
events through the span of almost a thousand years re-
quires at least three complete shifts in historical frame-
work, namely, from the Judeo/Greco-Roman milieu of
the first century Empire, to the transformed Late
Antiquity, to the early Medieval world of the Byzantine
East and feudal Europe. To this end, this course will ex-
amine the world into which early Christianity was born,
raised, and transformed; the major themes, ideas, doc-
trines and controversies developing during these periods,
and the major figures associated with these develop-
ments; and, most importantly, the tools of critical
thought needed for examination, analysis and, some-
times, reassessment of theological ideas.

114.702 SHESWAHAT 3-3-0
Studies in Confucianism in Korea
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This course offers an introduction to Confucianism in
Korea. Special emphasis will be placed on the study of
its ritual, morality, and social order as well as its philo-
sophical perspectives and traditions.

114.703 HRZ2nsds  3-3-0

Seminar in the Comparative Study of
Religions
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This course studies major religious issues from a vari-

ety of traditions and investigates some of the problems

of comparative religion as an academic discipline.
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114.706 SugndAL 3-3-0
Studies in the Classics of Religious Studies
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In this course students will read and analyze classic
religious texts. Emphasis is placed on key topics such as

religious beliefs, practice, law and also relationships
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among religions.

114.707 MYZURSHAT 3-3-0

Studies in Western Religious Texts
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This course offers the students opportunity to read
selected texts from various religious traditions in the
West.

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This course examines Buddhism in Korea, from its in-
troduction and assimilation into the Korean culture, to its
rise as one of the leading religions in Korea.

114.709 SUFHHE  3-3-0
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This course provides an opportunity to read selected
texts from various Buddhist traditions including the
Diamond-Sutra.

114.711 ZWo|qAHET 3-3-0

Studies in Religious Rituals
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This course explores the nature, structure, and func-
tion of ritual in religious life. It includes an analysis of
the different types of ritual such as sacrifice, communal
worship, festivals, rites of passage, prayer and medi-
tation as well as a study on the ritual’s sacred time and
space.

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Studies in Transformations of Religion in
Modern Society
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This course studies the close relationship between
modern society and transformation of religion.
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Studies in Contemporary Theories of
Religious Studies
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In this course students are asked to engage in critical
analysis of key themes and figures in contemporary crit-
ical theory and cultural studies. In addition it will also
focus on their relationship to the discipline of religious
studies.

Studies in Islam
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This course provides an opportunity to conduct ad-
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vanced studies of Islamic religion, so that students learn
and understand its characteristics, culture and history.
Special emphasis will be put on approaching Islam as a
religion. Students in this course will study doctrines,
practices and sociological features of Islamic religion in
terms of relevant contexts, including its relation with
other western (monotheistic) religions and traditional
hermeneutics of sacred literature. Contemporary issues
such as militarism, theocracy, suppression of women and
clashes with modern western values will also be dealt
with.

Korea
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This course offers scholarly perspectives and inter-
disciplinary approaches to critical study and research in

the history and theory of religion in Korea.

114.717A ZUsASIAL  3-3-0
Seminar in Phenomenology of Religion
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This course intends to train students in phenomenol-
ogy of religion, one of the major fields of religious
studies. Students will study how human beings react to
religious phenomena so as to understand the ontological
structure of religious phenomena. They will be trained in
hermeneutic approaches to religious phenomena, that
look into meanings, rather than a priori essence or val-
ue, of religious phenomena. Equipped with the knowl-
edge on the epistemology of hermeneutic phenomenol-
ogy, students will analyze layers of meanings of religious
phenomena, examine their significance in cultural milieu,
and figure out the interactions between religious and
other cultural phenomena.

114.718 ZWAIAT 3-3-0

Studies in the History of Religion
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In this course, the students will engage in critical
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analysis of key themes and figures from religious history
while highlighting their significance to emerging religious
studies.

114.719 ZWAEIRAL 3-3-0

Field Researches of Religion
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Students will conduct an active and applicable re-
search about religious themes in this course. This class
will also be honing their general research skills such as
interviewing, field work, analysis, and writing.

114.720 ZWARMAT 3-3-0

Studies in Religious Thoughts

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This course is to provide the ground to understand
the characteristics and the history of Korean Religion by
means of collecting, classifying and interpreting texts on
Korean Religion. It deals with various materials including
important texts from the ancient to the modern ages,
and from primitive religions to contemporary new reli-
gions, that show the main religious ideas and rituals of
Korean Religion. Emphasis will be put, in particular, on
the training in systematic collection and appropriate us-
age of primary and secondary texts of Korean Religion.
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Seminar in the Science of Religion 2
