Seminar in Humanities
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This course in the form of a small-scale lecture or an
intensive seminar is designed to provide incoming gradu-
ate students with the knowledge of their specialized field
in the broad context of humanities. It is offered by in-
dividual departments with a specific topic as its subtitle
and can be run in a more flexible format than regular

graduate seminars in 3 units.
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This course attempts an in-depth review of diverse theo-
ritical and methodological issues in modern archaeology.
Topics may cover both general theoretico-methological is-
sues and those surrounding particular issue, such as the
origin of agriculture.
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The class is designed to provide students with ar-
chaeological information of Southwest Asia as a cradle of
ancient civilization. Topics which will be discussed include
the origin of agriculture, appearance of metallurgy and
early state formation.
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In this course we select a speaﬁc archaeological
methodology and inspect it in depth. Recent trends are
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intensely discussed, focusing on their critical values and
limitations.
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Seminar in Historical Archaeology
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This course attempts to review archaeological issues
related to state formation. Both regional topics and gen-
eral theoretical and methodological ones will be

discussed.

Archaeology of Northeast Asia
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The course attempts to examine archaeological in-
formation from the Russian Far East and the Maritime
Region. Emphasis will be given to data from the
Neolithic to the Bohai state.
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Lithic Archaeology
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This course inspects one of mankind’s earliest arti-
facts, his stone tools. In this class we will examine the
production and usage of stone tools, and put into prac-
tice one method of analysis.
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Seminar in Prehistoric Archaeology
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The course is designed students to be familiar with
topics in prehistoric archaeology. Various issues will be
discussed according to the interests of both the in-
structor and students.

This course aims at an in-depth inspection of various
topics in contemporary archaeology. Students will analyze
and discuss diverse theories and methods.
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This course aims to let students be familiarize with
fundamental concepts, perspectives and methodological
of modern archaeology. Students are expected to read
various western publications dealing with paradigmatic is-
sues in archaeology and to make presentations on se-
lected topics. Students are also expected to learn recent
trends in research in various fields of archaeology re-
gardless of one’s research interest.
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Archaeology of China
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The course reviews recent developments in archaeo-
logical research in China. It attemps to provide a sys-
tematic view on Chinese archaeology. The class will dis-
cuss major discoveries and characteristics features from
the palaeolithic times on till the beginning of the Spring
and Autumn Period. Students are expected to develop a
perspective on the intra-regional diversity of archaeo-
logical entities since the Neolithic period.
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The course is designed to review recent developments
in archaeological research in Japan. It attempts for stu-
dents to develop a perspective to organize and analyze
massive amount of data that are produced every year in
Japan for one’s own research purposes. For issues re-
lated to Korean archaeology, students are expected to
have an understanding on the historical background and
various perspectives on such issues.
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Archaeology of Europe
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The course is a review of archaeological past of
Europe and recent trends in research. Archaeological re-
search in Europe has been made under extremely di-
verse background and there are known as much diver-
sity among archaeological findings. Students are ex-
pected to develop an understanding on such diversities
as well as terminologies, culture history and major issues
in research by the end of the class.
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Archaeology of Americas
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The course attempts to review archaeological past of
Americas as well as theoretical and methodological
trends in archaeological research. As another in-
dependent center of ancient civilization, there are known
many developed cultural entities in the continent, includ-
ing such well known civilizations of Inca and Maya.
Students are expected to understand such diversities and
the courses to civilizations.
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Pottery Analysis in Archaeology
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issues of pottery analysis. Students are expected to be
familiar with scientific techniques and methods to extract
and define material characteristics of potteries. The class
will also discuss diverse economic, sociological and an-
thropological topics relevant to understanding various as-
pects of ceramic archaeology, including procurement of
raw material, manufacture and distribution of potteries,
as well as their use and discard.
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Archaeology of Burials
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The course reviews issues relevant to understanding
archaeological evidences of mortuary practices. Research
into burials covers diverse analyses including formal
characteristics of burials, such as structure, distribution,
method of construction, etc., as well as sociopolitical is-
sues of social structure and the origin of political power
related to burial construction. It is expected that stu-
dents will be familiar with these political, social, econom-
ic, technological as well as demographic and physical an-
thropological issues related to the topic.
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Faunal Analysis in Archaeology
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The class attempts to let students be familiarize with
methodological issues and techniques of archaeological
faunal analysis. Faunal remains are important archaeo-
logical data both as an indirect indicator of subsistence
pattern of ancient society and environmental conditions
of the past. Given the nature of the class, students are
required to spend extensive amount of time in the labo-
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ratory, analyzing actual remains from archaeological
sites.
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Palaeoethnobotany
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The class attempts to discuss theories, methodologies
and techniques of plant remains from archaeological
sites. Along with faunal data, botanical remains are im-
portant data to indicate subsistence pattern and environ-
mental conditions of the past. As far as human culture
has evolved in close relationship with changing environ-
mental conditions, study of plant remains is an important
area for archaeological research. Emphasis will be given
to analysis of macro-fossil remains, and extensive labo-
ratory work will be required for students.
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Geoarchaeology
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The class discusses various approaches of geo-
archaeology, which has become an independent research
field in its own by adopting various methodologies from
stratigraphy, Quaternary geology, sedimentology, geo-
morphology, pedology and chronometry. Geoarchaeology
is especially important to understand the site formation
and transformation processes. A geoarchaeological per-
spetive is essential for modern archaeological fieldwork.
Students are expected to participate in both fieldwork
and laboratory research.
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Quantitative Methods in Archaeology
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As modern archaeological research cannot be con-
ceived without incorporation of some degree of quantita-
tive treatment of data, understanding statistical and
mathematical methods and techniques has become es-
sential for archaeologists. The class attempts to let stu-
dents be familiar with various quantitative methods and
techniques, from the most simplistic statistical summa-
rization to highly sophisticated pattern searching among
seemingly chaotic data sets. Emphasis will be given to
develop practical capabilities of data analysis.
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Seminar in Physical Anthropology for
Archaeologist
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The class is designed to let archaeology major to be fa-
miliar with methodologies of physical anthropology, espe-
cially necessary for archaeological analysis of human
remains. The topics will cover to human osteology and
anatomy as well as the himinid origins and evolution. It is
expected that students will be familiar with characteristics
of various human skeletal parts.

This course aims for students to learn archaeological
analysis of the development of tools and technology. By
investigating meaning and history, students will grasp
the relationship between man’s actions and his culture.
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Reading and Research
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The primary objective of this course is to prepare stu-
dents for their graduate thesis. Under the guidance of a
faculty member, students will write and present their
own theses. The class will then discuss and critique the
theses.
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
