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Studies in the Discourses in Contemporary
Art
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This course explores the theoretical backgrounds and
the development of various artistic discourses in con-
temporary art. From the artistic movements after the
Second World War to the postmodern era, the major ar-
tistic discourses in Asia and the West will be closely ex-
amined and questioned along with thorough analysis of
the art works.
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Topics in Contemporary Western Art
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This course is designed for a sound understanding of
Contemporary Western art from 1945 to today. Abstract
Expressionism, Pop art, and Minimalism are the names
that championed modernism and decorated New York as
the new center of the art world. The development of
new media and the experiments that broke the bounda-
ries of traditional genres are also the key elements in
the ‘Late modernism.” The course will concentrate on the
theoretical backgrounds and the developments of each
artistic movement in the second half of the 20th
century.

Topics in Contemporary Korean Art
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This course examines the artistic movements of the
turbulent period in Korean contemporary art from 1945
to today. The ideological conflicts and the influence of
European and American modernism have pervaded in the
foundation Korean contemporary art. From the new ex-
periments in art to the new media, this lecture will ex-
plore the art and artists under the rubrics of comtempo-
rary artistic theories.
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Intertextual Studies in Visual Art Media
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Photo and Film which were invented in the 19th cen-
turyhave influenced in art of the 20th century and help-
ed expanded the traditional genres as painting and
sculpture. Each genre in art has developed through in-
teractions with the others. The studies in visual art is
required corresponding to this process. In this course
participants will discussed painting and sculpture in rela-
tion with movie, architecture, theatre, space etc.
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Field Studies in Contemporary Art
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The course aims for the application of the method-
ologies and theories of art history and art criticism to
the interpretation of contemporary artworks. In so doing,
the course will provide the students the experiences of
the field that produces current art criticism and art his-
torical discourses.

Studies in Public Art
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In terms of communication, Public art has been
emerged as one of the most effective genre in modern
art. This course will scrutinize various aspects of public
art, such as its major goals, site-specificity, and the rela-
tionship with its viewers. Through the case studies of
the actual artworks, the course will provide the critical
perspectives and sound understandings of public art.
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Topics in Art and Mass Media
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SRR E “SHHe-2Y AOARRY AGAIZE'E HA[GI, § &7 1552 PHE. (The first number means “aedits”; the second number means “lecture
hours” per week; and the final number means “laboratory hours” per week. 15 weeks make one samester.)
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Art and mass media has been in the dialectical rela-
tionship since the nineteenth century. How art has influ-
enced mass media, and how mass media has inspired
artists were studied by numerous cultural critics and art
historians, The course will delve into these cultural dis-
courses from Baudelaire to the postmodern distopia.
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Seminar in Korean Art
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Selected topics related to the traditional Korean art
will be examined. The course will help students grasp
the traditional aesthetics and the historical milieu in
which the selected works were produced. The first half
of the course will be an overview of the selected topic
while the latter half will center mostly around student’s
individual presentation of the topic of their interests.
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Studies in Modern Korean Art
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This course concentrates on the history of modern
Korean art starting from the period of enlightenment
through the colonial period. The social and political
changes will be closely examined, and the influences of
Japanese and European art will be analyzed in order to
understand the process of modernization. The institu-
tional history, modern art theories, and emergence of

new ideology will be explored as well.
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Studies in Contemporary Asian Art
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This course will examine the contemporary Asian art
of China, Japan, India, and Southeast Asia. Artistic pro-
duction in these countries in the 20th century and the
transformation of the social function of art as an influ-
ence of modernism will be explored. The course will of-
fer an introduction to new social and political ideology
and investigate the institutional history of art schools,
exhibitions, and markets.
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Studies in Modern and Contemporary
Chinese Art
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The style and significance of modern and con-
temporary Chinese art with attention to the sociopolitical
contexts of artistic production will be discussed. In addi-
tion, students will explore the critical concepts of tradi-
tional Chinese art. Emphasis on major centers -Shanghai,
Lingan, and Beijing- and arts of pre-Liberation period
when modernism and marxism were introduced. The arts
ofcultural revolution and post-cultural revolution will be
introduced as well.

Studies in History of Chinese Art
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Selected topics related to Chinese art will be
examined. The course will help students grasp the tradi-
tional aesthetics and the historical milieu in which the
selected works were produced. The first half of the
course will be an overview of the selected topic while
the latter half will center mostly around student’s in-
dividual presentation on the topic of his/her interest.
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Studies in History of Japanese Art
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Selected topics related to Japanese art will be
examined. The course will help students explore the tra-
ditional aesthetics and the historical milieu in which the
selected works were produced.

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Studies in Traditional Materials and
Techniques

Application of Traditional Painting
Technique
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In this course, students will search for various meth-
ods to bring the traditional techniques of painting into
the contemporary expression. Contemporary media such
as installation, video and digital process will be
experimented.
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Creative Calligraphy and Seal Carving
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The purpose of this course is to encourage the stu-
dents to apply the esthetic and technical elements of
traditional calligraphy and seal carving into their own
creative work. Through intensive practice students are
expected to learn and understand the essence of the lit-
eratic tradition.
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Studies in Contemporary Oriental Ink
Painting
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In this course, an in-depth study on how oriental ink
painting should be interpreted and applied in con-
temporary art will take place. This course deals with the
characteristics of media and the mentality of oriental ink
painting, as well as the specific techniques rendered in
the traditional fields of landscape(mountain - and - water)
paintings, portraits, flower - and - plant, bird - and - beast
paintings. Students will be asked to activate such factors
as elements of contemporary art in their individual
works.
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Studies in Contemporary Colored Painting
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The students will study the history of color-applied
painting of Korea, China and Japan, and practice the
technique in their own work. Experiments with skil can-

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This course enables the students to form a close con-
nection between art theories and their actual works by
viewing their own works objectively through systematic
and logical analysis.

Continuous
works in the studio will be carried out with researches
on various theoretical themes, technical training, and the
use of diverse media to develop the students’ creativity.

Seminar in Expression and Analysis 2
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The purpose of this course is to deepen and develop
the students’ thinking of the artist and expand their ex-
pression, studied through <Seminar in Expression and
Analysis 1>. This course enables the students to analyze
the creative theory while working on the students’ in-
dividual works in progress. And researches on various
theoretical themes and technical aspect will be also
emphasized. This course is conducted through class
discussion.

Comparative Studies in East Asian Theory
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This course will focus on the comparative aspects of
East Asian art in terms of technical and theoretical
language. The use of materials and techniques as well

as symbolism will be studied in depth.
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Korean Mural Painting
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Studies on Korea's long tradition of mural painting is
the chief subject of this course. Murals from other cul-
tures, such as China, India and Central Asia along the
Silk Road will also be studied in comparison with Korean
ones, as a means of finding out the unique character-
istics, techniques and aesthetics shown in Korean
murals. Murals can be painted directly on the bare sur-
face(Jo -ji murals), or they can be produced on a cov-
ered surface(Jang -ji murals). Students will experience
the both, along with other various mural methods such
as fresco and tempera, and will also be introduced to
the basic skills of restoring murals. Diverse research will
take place on how traditional murals could be in-
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terpreted in contemporary architectural space as well.

Architecture and Pictorial Space
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This course focuses on the organic and mutual rela-
tions between paintings and architectural spaces. The
space inside and outside an architectural structure will
be understood as aesthetic expressions of human
lifestyle. Large - scale projects are possible in this class,
and blueprints production, modelling, simulation through
computer programs will be practiced to systematically
plan pictorial spaces. Problems concerning closed/open
spaces will be considered on ecological aspects view
points.

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Critical Theory of Korean Art
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This course will examine the traditional theory of
painting in order to develop a newcritical language fit to
analyze contemporary Korean art. The readings will in-
clude modern theory on art of the West to broaden the
perspective.
