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This course provides an in-depth comprehension of
quantitative analysis in social research, including princi-
ples of research design and the use of empirical evi-
dence, particularly from social surveys. Students will
study descriptive and inferential statistics, contingency
table analysis, as well as regression analysis. Emphasis is
placed on the analysis of data and the presentation of
results in research reports.
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205.542 ZNALE|EIH TR 3-3-0
Studies in Sociology of Religion
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This seminar explores a variety of ways of under-
standing religion, focusing on its role as a process of
placing the world in order. It begins with an overview of
classic sociological theories concerning religion, including
those of Marx, Durkheim, and Weber, as well as more
contemporary ones. We will then use these theoretical
tools as a foundation on which social debates about reli-
gion can be addressed.

205.606B | MABIQF ARB|WAAT 3-3-0

Studies in Globalization and Social
Development
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This seminar examines debates surrounding the nature
of the economic development process. Particular atten-
tion is devoted to rival theories of where and why de-
velopment occurs and a variety of social consequences
from economic development.

Life Course, Family, and Population
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[Seminar on Family and Life Course] examines peo-
ple’s individual and social life as constituted and trans-
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formed in relation with family structure and relationship
and life course. As for family, we ascertain modern fami-
lies" composition, ideology/norm, function, organizational
structure, internal relations (parents-children, hus-
band-wife, etc.), and external relations (with the state,
school, corporation, etc.) as fundamentally interwoven
with individual life. As for life course, we analyze how
individual life is distinctly related with social order during
childhood, youth, middle age, and old age respectively.
Academic literature encompassing both East and West
will be examined. Also, Korean experience will be scruti-
nized in a comparative sociological perspective.

Studies in the Social History of Korea
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This seminar is an intensive course for graduate stu-
dents studying the history of Korean culture. We apply a
historical approach to traditional Korean culture and
present-day Korea.

Studies in Social Change
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The main topics of this seminar are as follows: social
change and development in developing countries; inter-
national interdependence; causes and consequences of
persistent problems in agriculture, urbanization, employ-
ment, gender equality, and basic needs; and local and
global efforts to foster social change and international
development.

Seminar on Information Society
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In this seminar, the social effects of information tech-
nology and the media are studied. In addition, certain
hypotheses on social changes due to information tech-

nology are carefully examined.

Seminar on the History of Social Thoughts
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This is an intensive reading seminar on the key writ-
ings of a few selected classical social theorists in Korea
(esp. Silhak). This seminar highlights the relationship be-
tween their ideas and the social context, exploring the
relative merits of these theories.

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This course examines the social construction of gender
and the social organization of gender inequality. It pro-
vides an analysis of the formation of gender identity in
the process of socialization, interpersonal behavior, the
media, and the economy.

Seminar on Environment and Society
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The main topics of this seminar are as follows: the
relationship between environment and society; social
construction of nature and the environment; social and
environmental impacts of resource extraction, production,
and consumption; environmental inequality; and environ-
mental mobilization and movements.

Seminar on Military and Society
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This seminar analyzes the way in which the military
and civil society influence each other in modern capitalist
societies. The main topics addressed are civil-military re-
lations, the origins and functions of the military-industrial
complex, and the relationship between militarism and
capitalism.

Studies in Sociology of Business
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Business organizations are commonly perceived one of
the most important actors in contemporary corporate
society. This course introduces sociological approaches to
these important actors, i.e., business organizations.
Students will have an opportunity to examine with a so-
ciological perspective various issues surrounding business
organizations such as inter - firm relations, corporate fi-
nancing, corporate governance, entrepreneurship, busi-
ness strategy, human resources, and corporate culture.
The salient features of Korean business organizations will
also be delineated by analyzing empirical data.

205.657 SIRAIS| DA 3-3-0

Studies in Sociological Classics of Korea
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The goal of this course is to develop an under-
standing of some select sociological writings of both tra-
ditional and modern Korea. Students will have an oppor-
tunity to develop abilities to locate and read these mate-
rials(often in Chinese character) for their own research.
Although the course focuses on Confucian thought, other
traditions like Shamanism, Taoism, Buddhism, and Dong
- hak can also be considered if necessary.

Studies in Sociology of Body

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This course deals with the problem of human body, a
topic long - neglected in sociology. The attempt to ana-
lyze human problems with a focus on the relationship
between the body and society, departing from the con-
ventional paradigm of hospital - based medical sociology,
is an international phenomenon. Employing this new per-
spective, the course will examine the problems of birth,
death, aging, and illness in the context of Korean
society. Topics include collective attention to body, diet
fad, organ donation, social definitions of illness, and so
on.

Studies in Social Organization
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One of the most distinct features of modern society is
the proliferation of organizations in the state, economy,
and civil society. This seminar traces the development of
organizational theory from its origins in the work of
Weber, through to its more modern development in both
sociology and economics. Emphasis is on understanding
the theories in relation to the context that generated
them, their critiques and the extension of previous
theories. We end the course by considering how well or-
ganizational theories explain the unique trajectories of
advanced industrial societies in terms of state-economy
relations.

Studies in Social and Welfare Policies
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This seminar analyzes social policies for national
welfare. It also builds a theoretical framework which al-
lows comparisons on the way welfare states and social
relations interreact. Topics include the history of Korean
welfare policies, a comparative study of welfare state re-
gimes, workers and the welfare state, and transitions of
the welfare state.

Seminar in Sociology of Work and
Occupations
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This course is designed to discuss the substantive field
of occupational sociology. The course begins with a pro-
file of the Korean labor force, examining changes in oc-
cupational distribution and identifying significant trends in
labor force composition over time. Specific topics to be
discussed in this course include: occupational choice and
socialization; job search and recruitment processes; the
professions and professionalization process; deskilling and
skill upgrading; career and career mobility; occupational
classification system; the social psychological aspects of
work; occupations and stratification; and the future of
work and occupations in modern society

205.664
Social Integration and Multiculturalism
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This course aims to understand mutual relationship
between multicultural phenomenon and social integration
in contemporary society. The main questions in the class
would be; what are the main factors of social disintegra-
tion in the age of globalization and multiculturalization;
are they different from those in previous industrialzing
period; can the modern mechanisms for social in-
tegration work in the 21th century; how much does so-
cial integration depend upon the individuals’ psycho-
logical and value orientation; to what extent is the con-
cept of social integration useful in understanding today's
social problems, etc. Students are expected to develop
critical perspectives with their own interests concerning
practical problems in the modern Korean society.

Topics in Sociological Theories
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This seminar compares major contemporary socio-
logical theories and their applications to the study of so-
cial phenomena. Emphasis is placed on assessing and
evaluating explanatory theories based on data and crit-
ical assessment of a theory’s logic.

Studies on Social Development and

Social Quality
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This seminar want to overcome the developmental
model based on either economic growth or democra-
tization by exploring a more comprehend development
model based on the concept of ‘social quality.” This sem-
inar will utilize diverse concepts, theories, and com-
parative studies. Ongoing research on social quality con-
ducted by the Institute for Social Development and
Policy Research will be widely utilized in the seminar.

Seminar in Sociology
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Students carry out individual research projects, write
senior theses (under the supervision of the instructor)
and discuss their research in class.

Seminar on Community and Identity
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The first part of this seminar discusses the analytic
concepts that have proven to be quite useful in under-
standing the processes of identity formation, such as the
life-world, metaphor, symbol, narrative, and performance.
The second part of the seminar explores whether these
concepts can build the basis from which the similarities
and differences of identity formation processes around
the traditional master concepts of gender, nation, class,
and ethnicity can be understood.

205.738B L, 7|9, A|ZHET 3-3-0
Studies in Labour, Firms and Market
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Th|s semlnar focuses on the types, courses of devel-
opment, and recent transitory characteristics of labor re-
lations, in reference to the link between the market and
labor politics. In view of the political nature of the labor
movement, this course takes a holistic approach to the
study of the historical course, determining factors, in-
stitutions, and recent characteristics due to neo-
conservatist policies of the labor system. The objects of
analyses range from Europe, South America to Japan,
but the overall objective is to identify the probable fu-
ture of the Korean labor system and its possible
alternatives.

205741 | AIRIAEIQ} ALBI2E 3-3-0

Seminar on Civil Society and Social
Movement
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This seminar explores the origins, dynamics, and con-
sequences of social movements in civil society. It exam-
ines a wide range of topics including the emergence of
movements, recruitment and leadership, interactions
among movements or with the media, and political
elites. In addition it will scrutinize broader public tactics
(e.g. nonviolent direct action, litigation), as well as fac-
tors contributing to the success and failure of the
movements. Studied cases include women’s movements,
conservative/ right-wing movements and environmental
activism.

205.742 AAALSIS AT 3-3-0
Seminar on Economic Sociology
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This seminar explores economic socialization and the
sociology of consumption, including such issues as: de-
terminants of participation in paid employment, the soci-
ology of unemployment, household decision-making and
budgetary processes, the analysis of household time, and
monetary budgets. The main topics are as follows: work-
place processes and the evolution of occupational struc-
ture; ownership and control of the business enterprise;
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conflict and co-operation in various industrial settings
(factories, offices, service institutions); alternative loca-
tions of economic activity (‘the hidden economy’, house-
hold and communal production); and labor in relation to
social cleavages (class, age, gender, ethnicity).

205.745 MARHALE G 3-3-0

Seminar in Area Studies
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This seminar provides intensive case studies of social
change, focusing especially on Japan, Asia, and the
United States.

205.752 AR e AT 3-3-0
Studies in Sociology of Culture
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The course is to analyse productions, circulations and
consumptions of popular culture in terms of its theory
and practice, based on the cultural theory, which is
taught in the Undergraduate course. It explores the so-
cial settings within which cultures - literature, painting,
theatre, fashion, popular magazines, and television - are
produced and consumed. Special attention is paid to the
development of artistic careers, the forces shaping mar-
kets for artistic objects and performances, the effects of
censorship, and class differences in cultural consumption.

205.753 SORAO} R|HALE| RAMMES 3-2-2
Studies in Sociology of Culture
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This course aims to understand social problems East
Asian countries collectively and comprehensively through
text analysis and field research. East Asian societies
share similar historical and cultural structures and experi-
ences of Sino-civilization, colonialism, cold war, authori-
tarianism and democratization and new developmental
paradigm. In some extent, it can be said that they face
similar social problems. But their problems are different
and they deal with them in different ways. In order to
examine the macro and micro social structures and
mechanisms of East Asia, we will select the specific

themes and carry out the field research. The research
will be mainly focused on the East Asian countries. By
visiting Korean companies or organizations in these
countries, we aims to have insightful understanding in
these societies.

205.759 AR AIZHTE 3-3-0

Studies in Social Stratification
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This seminar explores the major forms of social strat-
ification with a focus on industrial societies, the structure
of social inequality, prestige hierarchies, and status
structures. Other topics include the following: class for-
mation; social mobility; processes of ‘social selection’ and
status attainment; and social stratification and sub-cul-
tural variations; social stratification in relation to social
integration, conflict and change, with special reference to
industry and politics.

Seminar on Sociology of Science and
Technology
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The main topics in this seminar are the characteristics
of scientific belief systems, the social background of the
development of science and the social organization of its
activity, as well as the impact of science on society.

Seminar on Knowledge Society
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This seminar focuses on the historical evolution of the
sociology of knowledge as a theoretical paradigm. We
examine, in class, the phenomenological origins of the

sociology of knowledge and many of its central texts.

Research Practicum in Sociological
Methodology
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This course surveys methodologies in Sociology. It
trains students to apply these methods to actual
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research. Each semester, one of following themes will be
chosen and studied: theory construction and verification,
professional statistics in social research, comparative
analysis, and qualitative methods.

Seminar on Sociological Theories
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This seminar covers the enduring contributions of the
classical theories from Marx, Weber, and Durkheim to
contemporary sociology. It will examine examples in
American,

European, and Korean sociology.
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Seminar on Social Network Analysis
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This seminar focuses on theoretical and methodo-
logical issues related to social network analysis. The the-
oretical core of this approach is that actors are inter-
dependent, and that social structure emerges from regu-
larities in this interdependence. In this seminar, students
(1) review major theoretical ideas related to network
analysis, (2) explore ways to collect social network data,
and (3) analyze and interpret social network data.
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Seminar on Political Economy of Democracy
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This course examines the relationship between social
development and political change by surveying the inter-
relationship between economic development and politics.
Transitions among democracy and dictatorship or social-
ism as well as capitalism are explored. Also considered
are the significance of political reforms from comparative
and historical perspective.
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This course introduces political and sociological con-
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cepts from the viewpoint of sociology through analyses
of socio-political facts regarding human rights and their
violations.
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Research on Later Life and Identity
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This seminar focuses on the two main topics about
the later life. One is the relationship between the social
change and the later life in comparative and historical
perspectives. Of particularly importance is given to the
change in family relation, labor/retirement, and social
policy and their influences on the social status of the
elderly. Another theme is focused on the issues of in-
equality in later life and aims to elaborate the way in
which contemporary configuration of state, family, and
market fabricates the experience of the later life.
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This seminar draws on the relationship between pov-
erty and inequality in diverse economic political
perspectives. By examining the controversies surrounding
causes and policy interventions of poverty, the change in
the view about the poverty and its temporal and social
prescriptions are inquired.
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
